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once again made significant gains on the Ohio
Achievement Test — Reading scale. From 2006 to 2008,
Ohio Success for All schools had a 1.6 percentage-point
increase in the number of students in grades 3—6 who
scored at proficient or advanced. The scores for other
Ohio schools were unchanged.

Schools that made outstanding gains for this
period include:

¢ Roosevelt Elementary in Steubenville: 8.9%
e Eagle Point Elementary in Rossford: 7.0%
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¢ New Vienna Elementary in East Clinton: 7.0%
e Sabina Elementary in East Clinton: 3.5%

e Putman Elementary in Blanchester: 3.0%
¢ Firelands Elementary in Firelands: 2.4%
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¢ Wells Elementary in Steubenville: 2.4%

The 2008 results mirror previous findings in Ohio and throughout the United States. Success for All schools typically gain more than other schools on state assessments.
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
